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Quick guide for production-quality electronic artwork
Sending figures
We can accept the following PC or Mac formatted disks:
· Floppy

· Zip (100MB or 250MB)

· CD-ROM

Disks should be clearly labelled with file names and types, author name and manuscript number (eg

Collins/C01234B/Text/Word files, where Collins is the corresponding author's name and C01234B the

reference number). When naming electronic files, please include the figure number and a file extension to indicate which format has been used (for example, C01234BFig1.eps, where C01234B is the manuscript reference number).
Hard copy artwork
Good quality printed copies must be supplied for all figures, clearly labelled on the back with author

name, manuscript number and figure number. 
Hard copy artwork should be the highest quality printout you can achieve, as it may need to be scanned for publication if the electronic file is unusable.
Presentation of figures
Lettering should be in a sans-serif typeface, preferably Helvetica or Arial. Amino-acid sequences should be presented in one-letter code in Courier, or other monospaced font.  

Please use the same font throughout all figures in a paper. If the figure is to be reduced, lettering must remain readable and lines sufficiently heavy to print clearly after reduction. We recommend that

type is between 6 and 8 point, and lines between 0.5 and 1 point at the final, reduced size. 
Electronic file formats

We prefer:
· Adobe Photoshop or TIFF format (high resolution, 300-600 dpi) for photographic images

· Adobe Illustrator, Postscript, EPS or PDF format for graphs and line drawings
We can accept:
· JPEG (high-resolution, 300-600 d.p.i.)

· Canvas (version 3.5 to version 9)

· Freehand (up to version 10)

· CorelDraw (up to version 8)

· Microsoft Word 98 (and above), Excel and PowerPoint (but PowerPoint is not ideal: see information sheet 4b for instructions before sending anything in PPT).
We cannot accept:
· Canvas before version 3.5, DeltaGraph, TeX, ChemDraw, SigmaPlot
Notes for preparing artwork
Images in rasterized (or bitmapped) formats such as Photoshop, TIFF and JPEG must be saved at high resolution - at least 300 dpi, and up to 600 dpi if they have small lettering and other fine detail. 
Adobe Photoshop files created with layers should be submitted in native Photoshop (.psd) format with the layers preserved.
Line artwork should be saved in a format which preserves text and lines as separate, editable

components. This is easier and quicker to edit as necessary, and gives a sharper result in print.

Colour figures should be supplied in CMYK mode.
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
